AFA AWARDS JROTC INSTRUCTOR GRANTS FOR AEROSPACE EDUCATION
In 2007 the Air Force Association awarded 39 Air Force Junior ROTC Instructor Grants totaling $9,750 to improve educational opportunities for America's youth. The grants of $250 each go to the JROTC instructors to help their individual classes of cadets.
